



Shooting  at steel safely. When shooting at steel targets with any caliber weapon you should take as many safety measures as possible. Proper eye and ear protection, proper distance for the firearm you are using. Most importantly the grade of steel used.
When shooting a hand gun with the exception of a .50 caliber you can use a milder hardened steel like 3/8” AR235 plate or equivalent with a recommended distance of 10 yards or more. The chance of spatter is too great.
When shooting a long gun it is recommended to use 3/8” AR500 or harder to ensure safety and longevity of the plate. Recommended distance is 100 yards.
Usually 3/8” AR500 plate will withstand impact from most long guns up to and including .308.
